A guide to sharing your photos on the LAS Forum.
Upload the Picture
You need to save your pictures to a picture hosting site on the internet – in this instance we are using Photobucket. Registration is free and uploading your pictures is quick, easy and straightforward.

If you are just using the pictures for the forum you can set the size here – 640x480 fits the forum screen 
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In more options you can select the picture size for all the pics you upload [image: image2.jpg]More Upload Options
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Note: An additional high resolution copy is saved upon upload for Po users:

If you use your pictures for anything else you may not want them all this size in which case use the edit facility on an individual picture.
Getting the file path

Once uploaded – go into “Your Albums” – Select the picture you want to use and hover the mouse over the image
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A “Share” dropdown list should appear – you need to highlight and copy the code in the IMG Code line which begins [IMG] and ends [/IMG]

Getting the Image on the forum
Add any text you want to the message body then copy and paste this IMG Code into the Message body on the forum
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Preview the message and you should get the picture plus any text you added
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If its OK remember to Submit the post!
Common faults
Path name only appears – make sure the full path has been copied – begins [IMG] and ends [/IMG]

Image is too big or too small – if you get a scroll bar on the screen chances are image is too big for the screen. Easiest solution is to edit the image size in Photobucket. Go to the image you have posted and select the edit option
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Go to Resize – and one of the options should be to resize to 640 x 480 – when you have done this select the “Replace Original” button – this should automatically resize the picture on the forum.
